PTO MEETING MINUTES

Copper Creek Elementary School 

May 16, 2011 at 7:00 PM in the Library

1. Welcome– Jennifer Grajeda- greeting and meeting called to order at 7:05 PM.

Board Members in attendance- Jennifer Grajeda, Tracy Rogers, Laura Clark, and Lorella Ritzel

2. Voting/Approvals

a. Approval of Minutes from last meeting. There were no previous minutes to approve at this time. Jennifer explained that the January public meeting didn’t occur as there was no one in attendance.
b. Vote for Executive Board 2011-2012. Diana Walker presented the slate of officers for the 2011- 2012 school year. All candidates were running unopposed.

The candidates were unanimously approved.

3. Principal’s Report—Diana Walker.  Mrs. Walker expressed her gratitude to the PTO and parent volunteers for working diligently without a president during the current school year. She, also, expressed her gratitude for the new members joining next year’s board. She discussed future plans for Copper Creek. The bond money that was allocated for Copper Creek will be used to update the school’s computer lab. The new state of the art computer labs will be in Room 14 and 15. This will include replacing monitors, updating the computer system to a wireless system, and rewiring the entire school. Construction is to begin during summer break and she is hoping that it should be completed by fall break. The portable classrooms will be removed from campus. She explained that the AR program will be changing next year. The program was not being utilized to its full potential and though she didn’t have the full details yet, she wanted everyone to know that enhancements to the program, which include a new approach, more potential, and more recognition, were coming. She thanked the PTO for funding SMART boards in Ms. Hinz and Ms. Giordian’s classroom.  She, also, announced the RTI (Response To Intervention) program was to be launched. In 2013, all students taking the AIMS test are required to have a passing score in order to be promoted. The program will focus on making certain that students are prepared for the test and to focus on bridging gaps and blocks to give every student the best opportunity to obtain a passing score. The desire of the program is to positively impact every student. This will include performing 3 evaluations on every student throughout the year. The intention is to begin this program with the Kindergarten and First grade students and gradually incorporated each additional grade. She concluded by informing the attendees of the Math Block that will begin next year. The classes will be taught Math during the same time block across the entire school so that each child may be placed in the area that would best benefit them. The goal is to meet the needs of each child. MAP test scores will determine placement and evaluations will be made throughout the year to determine whether adjustments need to be made. 
4. PTO Budget Report—Laura Clark.  The budget was reviewed and confirmed that the PTO was still on track with their funding proposals. A copy of the report is available in the office.

5. Fundraising Report—Jennifer Grajeda.  Jennifer discussed the carnival and its success. She explained that it had generated the revenue that was projected in the budget and that she had gotten positive feedback from many parents and faculty members regarding the change from Friday to Saturday. There were many who missed the removal of the “Teacher baskets” and expressed their desire to have them return so they are to be added back to the auction in the upcoming carnival. She expressed her intention to include a few questions in the PTO’s End of the Year Survey to get some additional feedback. Pennies for the Playground was not as successful as projected.  She explained that fundraising was down overall for the year and requested suggestions for promoting fundraising in the coming year. Suggestions were made to create a Parent’s Night Out, use Facebook as a outreach method, utilize email/ jooner’s to notify parents of the need for volunteers, and update the calendar further in advance so that parent’s are aware of upcoming events.   

6. Announcements- Jennifer expressed the need to get volunteers for vacant chairs, such as Pennies for the Playground, Carnival, Art to Remember, Papa John’s night, Teacher/ Staff Appreciation, Restaurant Nights, etc. She explained that any event that does not have a chairperson assigned to it may be canceled. 

7. Adjournment.  Jennifer Grajeda made a motion to adjourn.  Tracy Rogers seconded the motion, and the meeting adjourned.
